The Isolator Row Plus is a row of StormTech chambers
that is lined with ylter fabric and connected to a
closely located manhole for easy access. The fabric-
wrapped chambers provide for sediment settling

and yltration as stormwater rises in the Isolator Row
Plus and passes through the ylter fabric. The open
bottom chambers allow stormwater to pow vertically
out of the chambers. Sediments are captured in the
Isolator Row Plus protecting the adjacent stone and

chambers storage areas from sediment accumulation.

The Isolator Row Plus may be part of a treatment
train system. The treatment train design and
pretreatment device selection by the design
engineer is often driven by regulatory requirements.
Whether pretreatment is used or not, StormTech
recommend using the Isolator Row Plus to minimize
maintenance requirements and maintenance costs.
